New Lebanon CSD 2026-2027 Budget Hearing Summary
The New Lebanon Central School District’s proposed 2026–2027 budget is $16,054,977, a 4.07% increase over the current year budget. The budget continues to support student programs, transportation, facilities, athletics, and daily operations while addressing rising costs. 
Over the past two years, the Board of Education and administration have taken significant steps to reduce costs, including eliminating nine teaching positions — approximately 16% of the district’s teaching staff. 
The proposed tax levy increase is 6%, which exceeds the state tax cap and requires at least 60% voter approval to pass. The district is also working to preserve fund balance to help maintain financial stability in future years.
The budget also includes a bus purchase proposition that will not increase the school budget or property taxes, as it is part of the district’s planned bus replacement cycle. 
The budget vote will take place on May 19, 2026.
